Znanstveni simpozij »>Pomen sv. Cirila in Metoda v duhovnem, kulturnem in
politicnem Zivljenju slovanskih narodov< sovpada s 40. obletnico izida
papeske enciklike Slavorum Apostoli (Apostola Slovanov, 1985), ki je
mocno zaznamovala cas in druzbene razmere, v katerih je nastala,
obenem pa predstavila pomen svetih bratov Cirila in Metoda v evropski
zgodovini in njuno sporocilo za sodobni ¢as. Katoliska Cerkev je zgled
njunega poslanstva postavila v sluzbo preseganja politicne, druzbene in
verske razdeljenosti ter nasproti razlicnim oblikam neenotnosti poudarila
pot skupnih demokrati¢nin vrednot in ekumenizma.

Namen simpozija je osvetliti vecplastnost izrocila svetin bratov skozi
zgodovinsko, teolosko, kulturno in politicno perspektivo ter poudariti
njegovo aktualnost za sodobni €as.

SPODNJA PANONIJA V 9. STOLETJU

Obdobije, ko je bil zahodni del Panonske nizine organiziran kot Spodnja Panonija se je raztezalo
skozi skoraj celotho 9. stoletje. Omenjena drzavna tvorba je obstojala v sklopu
(Vzhodno)frankovske drzave, njeni najpomembnejSi politini voditelji pa so bili Ljudevit
Posavski, Pribina in Kocelj. Cas vladavine slednjega je med drugim zaznamovala tudi prisotnost
sv. Konstantina (Cirila) in Metoda, gr$kih misijonarjev izvorno iz Soluna, ki sta primarno sicer
delovala na Velikomoravskem. Po Cirilovi smrti je Metod z delom nadaljeval sam, kar je Slo
izredno v nos salzburski duhovscini. Ta je na obmocju severno od Drave pred tem misijonarila
ze nekaj desetletij, Metoda pa zdaj smatrala za vsiliveca. Da bi v Salzburgu dokazali svoje
pravice misijonariti na panonskem podrocju severno od Drave, je bil ok. leta 870 tam napisan
tudi spis Conversio Bagoariorum et Carantanorum. Metod je na Velikomoravskem deloval do
svoje smrti leta 885. Spodnjo Panonijo so ob koncu stoletja popolnoma unicili MadZari.

LOWER PANNONIA IN THE 9TH CENTURY

The period during which the western part of the Pannonian Plain was organized as Lower
Pannonia extended through almost the entire 9th century. This political entity existed within the
framework of the (East) Frankish realm, and its most significant political leaders were Ljudevit
of Posavina, Pribina, and Kocelj. The rule of the latter was, among other things, marked by the
presence of St. Constantine (Cyril) and Methodius, Greek missionaries originally from
Thessaloniki, who primarily carried out their mission in Great Moravia. After Cyril's death,
Methodius continued the work alone, which greatly displeased the Salzburg clergy. Having
carried out missionary activities in the territory north of the Drava for several decades, they
now regarded Methodius as an intruder. In order to assert their missionary rights in the
Pannonian lands north of the Drava, the treatise Conversio Bagoariorum et Carantanorum was
composed in Salzburg around the year 870. Methodius continued his mission in Great Moravia
until his death in 885. By the end of the century, Lower Pannonia was completely destroyed
by the Hungarians.

OPPONENTS OF SAINTS CYRIL AND METHODIUS AND OTHER
OBSTACLES TO THE CHRISTIANIZATION PROCESSES BETWEEN
THE 7TH AND 10TH CENTURIES

The paper will take as its starting point the relationship between Constantine and, above all,
Methodius, and those secular rulers who hindered their (his) missionary activity. It will place
them within the broader context of rulers’ opposition to the processes of Christianization in
Europe between the 7th and 10th centuries. The paper will explore similarities and differences
among such rulers, focusing particularly on their goals, motives, and the structural
backgrounds of their resistance. Special attention will be devoted to the situations in Bavaria,
Carantania, Moravia, Bohemia, and selected Scandinavian contexts. The contribution will also
shed light on the varying historiographical interpretations of resistance to missionary activity.

TEMELJI RAZUMEVANJA CIRILA I METODA V LUCI SLOVENSKEGA
KATOLISTVA IN NARODNE ZAVESTI

IzhodiSCe tega prispevka je avtoriteta Franca Grivea (1878-1963), dolgoletnega profesorja
ekleziologije in vzhodne teologije na ljubljianski Teoloski fakulteti (1920-1963), ki vse do danes
velja za najvecjega poznavalca Cirila in Metoda med slovenskimi izobrazenci. Do svetih
solunskih bratov je Grivec izrazal tudi osebno obcudovanje, zlasti v obdobju med in po drugi
svetovni vojni. Pri njem so se prepletale ideje krS¢anske edinosti, slovanske vzajemnosti in
slovenske narodne zavesti. V tem pogledu je nadaljeval in poglobil proces, ki ga je v slovenski
kulturi sredi 19. stoletja, v Casu oblikovanja modernega slovenskega naroda, zacel pedagog in
mariborski Skof Anton Martin Slomsek (1800-1862). Od tod se prispevek posebej posveca
izvorom omenjenega Grivéevega vrednotenja, to je interpretacije vioge svetih bratov kot
nosilcev jezikovne in verske samozavesti slovenskih prednikov. Pri takSnem razumevanju
preteklosti in snovanju Zelene prinodnosti, vkljucno z uvedbo slovenskeqa jezika v boqosluije,
sta na prehodu iz 19. v 20. stoletje izstopala franciSkan in jezikoslovec Stanislav Skrabec
(1844-1918) ter Skofijski duhovnik Ivan Vrhovnik (1854-1935). Slednji se je ob sklicevanju na
zgled solunskih bratov zavzel tudi za ustanovitev Druzbe svetih Cirila in Metoda, med
razlicnimi plastmi javnosti razsirjene in politicno vplivne organizacije. Njeno poslanstvo je bila
gradnja slovenskih Sol in spodbujanje poucevanija slovenskega jezika na narodnostno mesanih
obmocjih ob meji z nemskim in italijanskim prostorom.

FUNDAMENTALS OF UNDERSTANDING CYRIL AND METHODIUS IN
THE LIGHT OF SLOVENIAN CATHOLICISM AND NATIONAL
CONSCIOUSNESS

The starting point of this article is the authority of Franc Grivec (1878-1963), a long-time
professor of ecclesiology and Eastern theology at the Faculty of Theology in Ljubljona (1920-
1963), who is still considered the greatest expert on Cyril and Methodius among Slovenian
intellectuals. Grivec also expressed personal admiration for the holy brothers of Thessaloniki,
especidlly in the period between and after World War II. In his work, the ideas of Christian
unity, Slavic solidarity and Slovenian national consciousness intertwined. In this regard, he
continued and deepened the process that was initiated in Slovenian culture in the mid-
nineteenth century, during the formation of the modern Slovenian nation, by the pedagogue
and Bishop of Maribor Anton Martin Slomsek (1800-1862). From here, the article specifically
focuses on the origins of Grivec’s aforementioned evaluation, i.e. the interpretation of the role
of the holy brothers as bearers of the linguistic and religious self-confidence of Slovenian
ancestors. In this understanding of the past and the design of the desired future, including the
introduction of the Slovenian language in liturgy, the Franciscan friar and linguist Stanislav
Skrabec (1844-1918) and the diocesan priest Ivan Vrhovnik (1854-1935) stood out at the turn
of the nineteenth century. Referring to the example of the Thessaloniki brothers, the latter also
advocated the establishment of the Society of Saints Cyril and Methodius, a widespread and
politically influential organization among various layers of the public. Its mission was to build
Slovenian schools and promote the teaching of the Slovenian language in ethnically mixed
areas along the border with German and Italian lands.

Prispevek zeli ob primerih slovenskih izselienskih skupnosti v ZDA, Egiptu, Argentini in Avstraliji
predstaviti navzocnost in pomen cescenja svetin bratov Cirila in Metoda. Izbrani primeri
obseqajo razlicna obdobja slovenskega izselienstva: od izteka 19. stoletjo do prve svetovne
vojne, ¢as med obema vojnama in obdobje po drugi svetovni vojni. Kljub razlicnemu odnosu
javnosti do svetih bratov med Slovenci v mati¢ni domovini in izseljenstvu v navedenih obdobjih,
je vsem izbronim primerom skupin izseljencev skupno navdihovanje ob liku slovanskih
apostolov.

THE MEANING OF VENERATION OF CYRIL AND METHODIUS AMONG
SLOVENIAN EMIGRANTS IN THE 19TH AND 20TH CENTURIES

The article aims to present the presence and the meaning of the veneration of the holy
brothers Cyril and Methodius, using the examples of Slovenian emigrant communities in the
USA, Egypt., Argentina and Australia. The selected examples cover different periods of
Slovenian emigration: from the end of the 19th century until the First World War, the interwar
period and the period after the Second World War. Despite the different public attitudes
towards Cyril and Methodius among Slovenes in their homeland and in emigration in the
above-mentioned periods, adll the selected examples of groups of emigrants share a common
inspiration in the figure of the Slavic apostles. After the Second World War, Cyril and
Methodius continued to inspire especially the anti-communist part of Slovenian emigrants, who
remained faithful to the religious ideals of veneration of saints and adherence to the Catholic
faith. In general, the veneration of Cyril and Methodius, after whom emigrants in different
periods often named the institutions of Slovenian emigrant life, motivated Slovenians abroad to
strengthen their national and religious belonging, social activities, education and spiritual
ecumenical apostolate.

THE APOSTLES OF THE SLAVS — MODELS OF EVANGELIZATION AND
ECUMENISM

The encyclical Slavorum Apostoli is a particularly beautiful ecumenical text. On the one
hand, it is rooted in the point of contact between East and \West; on the other, it
highlights the connection between faith and culture. It demonstrates the culture-forming
power of faith, which, in encounters between cultures, deepens its own dimension while
at the same time discovering new horizons of unity. The Pope explains the relationship
between dialogue and proclamation, showing that missionary activity—proclaiming Christ
to all who do not know him—remains always necessary, for every person inwardly longs
for the One in whom God and man are united: the *Savior of mankind.”

Other popes, too, in more recent Church documents, strongly emphasize the
extraordinary role of Saints Cyril and Methodius. The *Apostles of the Slavs® and co-
patrons of Europe “shine like pearls in the history of the Eastern Christians, for they
distinguished themselves as tireless and fearless sowers of the truth of the Gospel” (St.
John XXIII). Their legacy in the religious, ecclesial, and cultural spheres shines
magnificently before us. Their holy life and missionary work stand as a testimony and
model of how we should strive for the “restoration of unity” (unitatis redintegratio).

THE APOSTLES OF THE SLAVS AND THE VATICAN OSTPOLITIR AT
THE TRANSITION TO THE POST-COLD WAR ORDER

In 1985, Pope John Paul II published the papal encyclical Slavorum Apostoli, which was
groundbreaking in several respects, including in its political understanding of Europe and in the
shaping and building of what would become the European Union. Although an encyclical is by
definition primarily a religious document, this particular text can also be linked to the Holy
See’s policy toward the so-called Eastern Bloc states (known as the Vatican Ostpolitik), as well
as to the Holy See’s attempt to grant an imprimatur to the then still only conceptual idea of
extending the European Union to the countries of Eastern Europe. In our contribution, we will
highlight some of the premises that led to the drafting of the encyclical, as well as certain
emphases within it that point to the idea of creating a new, expanded Europe, in which all
states would be represented on an equal footing.

Kaj je torej ratio Solske
prepovedi konfesionalnega pouka v svobodni Slovenije, v praksi manifestirane kot v preteklem
enoumju zaukazanega izrivanja verujocih iz edukacijskega diskurza?

AN ACHIEVEMENT OF FREE AND DEMOCRATIC SLOVENIA: THE RIGHT
OF PARENTS TO RAISE THEIR CHILDREN IN ACCORDANCE WITH
THEIR CONVICTIONS

The realization that holy faith is light, while the mother tongue is the key to the salvific cultivation of a nation, is
reflected in the efforts of Saints Cyril and Methodius to bring Christianity to the Slavic lands. For the
Thessalonian patrons of Europe, authentic proclamation of the Word of God bore fruit only through open and
sincere dialogue. The transmission of the Good News of salvation, intended for all-including the small and
simple—was far removed from spreading the faith by fire and sword. Had the disciples of Jesus carried the
Gospel of goodness, mercy, and humanity to the ends of the earth by force, what would remain would merely
be a historical memory of the cruelty of an age. Instead, it reveals the opposite: the apostles, with their last
breaths, called for forgiveness for their persecutors.

The awareness that the Word, in lively dialogue, can transform human hearts did not pass by the Apostles of
the Slavs either. Once again, it became clear that the Word (and freedom) can only be constrained by force.
In the postwar constitution, the declared ideal of religious liberalism did not prevent its exclusion from our
educational sphere. On the contrary, it even became the pretext for such exclusion. The recognition that
religious freedom cannot be achieved by its denial remains, for the time being, a task too demanding even for
the Slovenian Constitutional Court. What, then, is the ratio behind the prohibition of confessional instruction in
the schools of free Slovenia, which in practice manifests itself as the imposed exclusion of believers from
educational discourse, much like in the former era of ideological uniformity?

Nastanek voditelja je vecplasten pojav, ki ga razumemo na vec nacinov. Za uvod predstavimo
potrebo po dobrem gospodarju in izhodiScni socio-kulturni model vecplastne vse-povezanosti
dejovnikov nastajanja Cloveka in tudi voditeljo. V jedru analize si bomo ogleddali tri plosti
dejavnikov: osebnostnega v povezavi z duhovnim ter ob tem Olsonov model verskega
voditelja; kulturni dejavnik, posebno s perspektive znacilnosti slovenske kulture; casovni
dejavnik po teoriji Roberta J. Clintona o nastajanju voditelja skozi tek Zivljenja.

THE MULTIFACETED FORMATION OF LEADERSHIP AND THE
CONTEMPORARY RELEVANCE OF SAINTS CYRIL AND METHODIUS AS
LEADERS

The emergence of a leader is a multifaceted phenomenon that can be understood in several
ways. As an introduction, we present the need for a good steward and an initial socio-cultural
model of the multi-layered interconnectedness of factors in the formation of a person—and of
a leader. At the core of the analysis, we will examine three layers of factors: the personal
dimension in connection with the spiritual, including Olson’s model of the religious leader; the
cultural factor, especially from the perspective of the characteristics of Slovenian culture; and
the temporal factor, according to Robert J. Clinton’s theory of leadership formation over the
course of life. Looking at Saints Cyril and Methodius and triangulating the perspectives
mentioned, we will compare the presented frameworks with the leadership figures of Cyril and
Methodius as outlined in John Paul II's encyclical Slavorum Apostoli. In the concluding section,
we will provide a critical reflection and propose operational suggestions.

ANTON STRES

Zasl. prof. ddr. Anton Stres (1942), upokojeni ljubljanski nadskof, teolog in filozof, dolgoletni
predavatelj na Teoloski fakulteti v Ljubljani, sodi med najbolj priznane mislece pri nas. Ukvarja
se s sodobnimi druzbenimi vprasanji in je med drugim strokovnjok na podroc¢ju odnosov med
Cerkvijo in drZzavo. V svoji akademski karieri je napisal 18 knjig in broSur ter ve¢ kot 300
znanstvenih in strokovnih razprav in poljudnih ¢lankov v razliénih revijah in casopisih.

Emeritus Professor Dr. Dr. Anton Stres (born 1942), retired Archbishop of Ljubljana, theologian
and philosopher, and long-time lecturer at the Faculty of Theology in Ljubljana, is considered
one of the most respected thinkers in Slovenia. He deals with contemporary social issues and
is, among other things, an expert in the field of Church-state relations. Over the course of his
academic career, he has written 18 books and brochures, as well as more than 300 scholarly
and professional studies and popular articles in various journals and newspapers.

RAFKO VALENCIC

Zasl. prof. dr. Rafko Valenci¢ (1937), pastoralni teolog in duhovnik, veljia za velikega
poznavalca papeskih okroznic, saj je pri zalozbi Druzina kar 41 let urejal zbirko Cerkveni
dokumenti (1981-2022). Prevedel je mnogo papeskih druzbenih enciklik. Vsa leta svojega
strokovnega delovanja je bil v stalnem stiku s Svetim sedezem in je od blizu sledil delovanju
rimskih papezev od druge polovice prejSnjega stoletja napre;.

Emeritus Professor Dr. Rafko Valengi¢ (born 1937), a pastoral theologian and priest, is
considered a great connoisseur of papal encyclicals, as he edited the collection Church
Documents (Cerkveni dokumenti) for the Druzina publishing house for as many as 41 years
(1981-2022). He translated numerous papal social encyclicals. Throughout all the years of his
professional work, he maintained constant contact with the Holy See and closely followed the
work of the Roman pontiffs from the second half of the last century onward.
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
